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This engraving, printed from a plate made from the original master die, is a replica of the face of
the $10 United States Note, Series 1901. Known as the “Buffalo Bill,” with portraits of Meriwether Lewis
and William Clark, and the bison in the central design, it was undoubtedly issued to stimulate interest in
the Lewis and Clark Centennial Exposition held in Portland, Oregon, in 1905.

The portraits of Lewis and Clark were engraved by G. F. C. Smillie. Marcus W. Baldwin executed
