Prepare-in-advance Poached Seafood Dishes

Stuffed Fillet of Sole in Lemon Butter

1# small sole fillets 3 tbsp. butter
1/2# small shrimp Juice of 1 lemon
Salt, if desired

Shell, devein and wash shrimp; let drain
in colander. Wash fillets and let drain
on paper towels. Place the butter and
lemon juice in medium-sized frying pan
(not cast iron or aluminum) with cover.
Place some shrimp in the middle of each
fillet, roll up, and place in the frying
pan, open side down. Sprinkle with salt,
if desired. Cover and refrigerate until
just before dinner time. Place on stove
and cook for a few minutes until fish
becomes flaky. Transfer to serving dish
and pour the juices over the fish. Good
served with parsley potatoes and a green
vegetable or salad.
